Following is a brief description of each level:

Level 1- Blow bubbles, Supported float, Support Kick, submerge mouth, nose and eyes, Support
swimming on front and back for 5 feet.

Level llI- Unsupported Float/Glide on front and back, perform flutter kick on front and back, submerge to
retrieve object, tread water, explore deep water with floatation.

Level lll- 15 bobs in chest deep water, back crawl & elementary backstroke 10 yards, front crawl,
butterfly kick and body motion, tread water, and dive from side.
